e be exposed to the key values of Cook Islands Maori culture such as mei te turanga matutu, ngakau parau, kauraro, itiki’'anga, kite karape, e te nga tu’anga e toru tei matau ‘ia e tatou; te kavamani, te enua e

e build a growing awareness of the processes involved in additional language acquisition, including sustained, repeated practice, risk taking, and learning from mistakes

connect with those outside the classroom to explore and learn from the community and from examples of Pacific success
explore how language and culture affect, and work together in, communication.
