This activity supports learners to achieve Reading Outcome 1: Learners read to make sense of the written text. 
	Significant Learning:
Learners use vocabulary knowledge. Successful comprehension depends on understanding most of the meanings of the words in the text. 
	Purpose:
This vocab strategy will help ākonga know the sound, spelling and meaning of some keywords for this topic. It also supports metacognition.

	Application:
The first stage must happen at the start of a programme of teaching and learning. It is then ongoing.

	Instructions:
Prepare a list of approximately 20 keywords for a topic and prepare the following grid:

Give ākonga the list and ask them to write a definition for the word that is provided under ‘Own definition’. Their ‘best guess’ is what you are after. No dictionaries or device assistance is allowed. 
As the word is used later during the lessons ākonga can confirm or revise their original definition. At this point the answers can be discussed and clarified in the whole class. This reflection helps ākonga to think about their own learning.

	Other variations:
Kaiako could collect the grid once ākonga have written their definition and then hand it back at the end of the unit and ask ākonga to confirm or revise their definitions. This shows ākonga how much they have learned during the unit.
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
