	Significant Learning:
Learners select content, text structure and language choices appropriate to purpose and audience.

	Purpose:
To train students to listen carefully and make notes of main points, whilst providing peer support and an opportunity to share ideas. 

	Application:
At any time during a programme of teaching and learning.

	Instructions:
Kaiako find or prepare a text that is suitable for reading aloud. It should have a clear structure and be of a reasonable length for this task. 
Discuss the subject content of the text with ākonga and ask them to predict what they might hear. Explain the procedure and talk about abbreviations that they might be familiar with e.g. text messaging.
Kaiako then read the text aloud and ākonga listen, without writing, to get an overview of the text. 
Kaiako read the text again. During the second reading, ākonga write down the main ideas. 
In small groups, ākonga pool their ideas and prodcue a group reconstruction of the text. 
Give ākonga a written copy of the text. They compare their group’s version with the original text and discuss their process and its effectiveness.   
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
