At any time during a programme of teaching and learning.

	Instructions:
Kaiako select a list of 20 keywords from a topic and write the definitions of those words. Try and include a range of words i.e. verbs, adjectives, nouns.
Students are given the definitions and must guess the word that is being defined. (Kaiako can decide the best way to run this activity in their classroom) Students should be encouraged to spell the word correctly.

	Other variations:
Confident learners could be asked to devise the next a new list of definitions for another activity. This works well as an extension activity. 
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
