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Jigsaw Reading

Reading:	US 32403 Demonstrate understanding of ideas and information in written texts 
This activity supports learners to achieve Reading Outcome 3: Learners read different written texts for different purposes. 
	Significant Learning:
Learners locate and evaluate the ideas and information within and across a range of print and digital texts to meet their purpose. 
	Purpose:
Jigsaw activities give ākonga further independent practice in reading and interpreting texts.

	Application:
At any time during a programme of teaching and learning.

	Instructions:
Kaiako put the class into groups of four. Explain to ākonga that each of these groups will take responsibility for becoming an expert on the content of a particular section of the text and will then share their expertise with the rest of the class. 
Give each group a different text (either different sections from one long text or different short texts on the same subject) to read and discuss. Set each ākonga a task. For example, all number 1’s are questioning (monitoring understanding of the group), all number 2’s are identifying keywords and ideas (interacting with the text), all number 3’s are summarising (recording), and all number 4’s are presenting ideas visually (communicating). There may need to be a time limit for this. If there are more than four ākonga in the group, they may need to share responsibility for the four tasks. 
Ākonga read and discuss their part of the text in their group, each group member in turn leading one of the steps above. They then prepare a group summary statement about their group’s part of the text, using the list of key words and a visual image of the main ideas.
Ask each group to present its summarised part of the total information to the rest of the class, in the sequence used in the original text, using their visual images to illustrate the main idea and highlight the key words. 
Set the class a task that requires them to integrate all the summaries.
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
