This activity supports learners to achieve Reading Outcome 3: Learners read different written texts for different purposes. 
	Significant Learning:
Learners are clear about their purpose for reading and have appropriate strategies to meet that purpose. 

	Purpose:
For ākonga to identify their own prior understanding and to monitor their learning during the activity. For kaiako to activate ākonga prior knowledge of a given topic.

	Application:
At any time during a programme of teaching and learning, but at the start of a new idea.
