	Instructions:
Kaiako select a whole book, page, website or long piece of text.
Prepare a list of questions that ākonga can answer by using supports to find specific information in the text, for example, by referring to the contents, index or scanning headings.
Pose the questions to ākonga who then search for the answers. 
When ākonga have answered the questions, discuss the supports in the text and the processes they used to find the answers.
